This has been due to my time being taken up with setting up a business.  I would suggest however, that I have started to put many things in place for the SEPF that will be beneficial to a smoother running operation in future
All National Squad players have a Players Profile which catalogues their details, if available, and achievements.  It also catalogues disciplinary actions.  Players who have a ‘clean sheet’ so to speak are welcome to a copy if they think it would be beneficial when approaching a potential sponsor.  I would like to enhance this document with their photograph which would also be useful for forwarding to national event coordinators who are organising tournament brochures.  
I’m hoping that future actions will include the Newsletter being resurrected, probably for electronic circulation to individuals who have email and by adding it to the website.  I would like to see players register for some sort of electronic News Flash set-up which would be for anything pool related ie tournament info, new leagues joining, jokes, general tips, and anything I think the players would find interesting.  This could be particularly successful if players get involved with sending me info to circulate.

Maybe next year I would like all players to receive a Welcome Pack along with their Registration/Affiliation card.  This has proved very successful with the ladies section.
I have been compiling a database of media contacts and would like to start issuing Press Releases.  This has also been successful on the few occasions we’ve done it within the ladies section.  I see this as an absolutely necessary action to publicise tournaments and players locally within their areas.  This year local, maybe national papers in future.
